slightly as the humidity level will in-
crease to 75% thanks to the early morn-
ing rain. Winds on Saturday will come 
out of the northwest between 10 and 
15 MPH. Sunrise on Saturday is 6:53 AM 
while sunset comes nearly 13 hours later 
at 7:42 PM. 

SCOUTING THE CHARGERS
Once again, entering the season as the 
favorite to win the Northeast-10 Con-
ference, the New Haven football team 
has one goal in mind - to return to the 
postseason for a fourth straight season. 
The Chargers are fresh off of their fifth 
NE10 title and 10th trip to the NCAA D2 
playoffs, wrapping up the 2023 season 
with an 8-3 overall record. Offensively, 
the Chargers return a pair of key pieces 
in QB Daelan Menard and RB Christo-
pher Ais. Menard started all 11 games 
last season, racking up 1,641 yards while 
completing 129-of-253 passes. Addition-
ally, he was picked off just six times. A 
1,000 yard rusher in 2022, Ais finished 
the 2023 season with 582 yards and 
three touchdowns. Both Menard and Ais 
will have the protection of an O-Line that 
ranked top-10 in the country last season 
in total tackles for loss and sacks al-
lowed. Defensively, the Chargers return 
five All-Conference players, highlighted 
by a pair of major NE10 award winners, 
Defensive Player of the Year Giye Jenkins 
and Defensive Lineman of the Year Jack 
Quander. As a unit, New Haven's defense 
finished the year No. 2 in all of NCAA D2 
in total interceptions with 21, led by Jen-
kins who finished with a team-high five. 
An All-Conference second team selec-
tion last year, Devin O'Malley returns as 
the leading tackler with 68 stops, while 
another NE10 second team choice in Joe 
Vitale led the Chargers with 11 TFL and 
5.5 sacks among his 58 total tackles. 

SCOUTING THE ROCK
The nationally ranked Slippery Rock foot-
ball team enters the 2024 season ranked 
No. 11 in the AFCA Coaches Poll after be-
ing one of just 12 teams to be ranked in 
every week in 2023. The Rock finished 
last season with a 12-2 record after win-
ning its first 10 games of the season and 
earning their fifth PSAC West title. Ad-
ditionally, Slippery Rock advanced to the 
NCAA D2 playoffs for the fifth-straight 
season advancing to the quarterfinals. 
The Rock are looking to maintain a streak 

of 14-straight season opening wins on 
Saturday, having not suffered a loss in 
their opener since the 2018 campaign. 
Additionally, they have won their last 
17-straight home openers. Individually, 
The Rock return five All-PSAC honorees 
from last season including quarterback 
Brayden Long who wrapped up the 2023 
season with 3,808 passing yards and 35 
touchdowns with just six interceptions. 

NEXT ON TAP
The second of back-to-back road games 
to open the 2024 season will take the 
Chargers to Pleasantville, N.Y. for the first 
of two meetings against the Pace Setters. 
This first, a non-conference match-up, 
will come under the lights at Northwell 
Stadium as the two squads will kickoff at 
7:00 p.m. on the shoulder of the Taconic 
State Parkway. All of the action between 
the Chargers and Setters can be seen live 
on the new home of NE10Now on Flo 
Sports. 

WE'VE GOT AN EYE ON YOU
Ahead of the 2023 season, the New 
Haven football team was among teams 
receiving votes in the preseason AFCA 
Coaches Poll. Slippery Rock, who the 
Chargers will meet in week one, was No. 
11 in the coaches poll, while New Hav-
en's eight votes would place them 42nd 
in the poll as they were among 23 total 
teams receiving votes. 

KEEPING IT CLEAN
Quarterback Daelan Menard had a great 
eye in his first season slinging passes for 
the Blue and Gold, allowing just six inter-
ceptions on the year. As a team, New Ha-
ven had eight total passes intercepted, 
which was the fewest in the NE10 and 
ranked 31st in all of NCAA D2. For the 
season, Menard finished 129-253-6 for 
51% and an efficiency rating of 129.4. 

ON THE LINE
New Haven's offensive line has always 
stood up to the test and 2023 was no dif-
ferent as they finished among the top-10 
in the nation in a pair of categories. As 
a unit, the Chargers O-Line surrendered 
just 39 tackles for loss on the season, with 
just nine of those being QB sacks. On the 
national level, the 39 TFL allowed (3.55 
per game) was third best in all of NCAA 
D2, while the nine sacks allowed (0.82 
per game) was ninth best in the country.

GAME 1:  NEW HAVEN AT SLIPPERY ROCK
DEPTH IN THE BACK
The Chargers return a pair of 200+ rushers 
from last season in senior Christopher Ais 
and junior Zaon Laney. Ais, who saw action 
in seven games because of injury, racked 
up 582 yards and three touchdowns, while 
Laney finished the year with 247 yards and a 
team-high average of five yards per carry. Ais 
is expected to be the first string running back 
again in 2024 as he looks to build back to his 
2022 strength where he closed out the sea-
son with 1,105 yards and five TD's. The 1,105 
yards for Ais made him just the eighth player 
in program history to rack up 1,000+ yards. 

WAITING FOR HIS MOMENT
New Haven will once again turn to Kha'lil 
Eason as the top choice for kick returns. 
Eason took all but five returns last season, 
averaging 24.5 yards per re-
turn with a season-long of 
60 yards which came in the 
NCAA playoff game againt 
Charleston. Overall, he fin-
ished two games with 100+ 
return yards, while also re-
turning one punt, a blocked 
punt against Lincoln which 
he recovered and returned 
20 yards for a touchdown.

ON THE LIST
After wrapping up 2023 as 
an Associated Press Second 
Team All-American, senior 
defensive back Giye Jen-
kins was among the Elite 
100 players on the Division 
II watch list as announced 
by D2Football.com. Jenkins 
was the only player from the 
NE10 to make the cut. The 
New Jersey native wrapped 
up 2023 with 57 total tack-
les including four TFL, while 
leading the Chargers with 
five interceptions and eight 
pass breakups. His 5 INT 
were the most in the NE10, 
while he finished the year 
13th in NCAA D2 with his 0.5 
interceptions per game aver-
age. 

RETURNING ROYALTY
Seven Chargers will return to 
the gridiron after racking up 
postseason honors following 

the 2023 campaign. Highlighting the group is 
a pair of major award winners in senior de-
fensive back Giye Jenkins who was named 
the Defensive Player of the Year and gradu-
ate defensive lineman Jack Quander who 
was named the Defensive Lineman of the 
Year. Both were joined on the First Team All-
Conference by offensive lineman John Thom-
as. Additionally, four players who earned 
Second Team distinction return in 2024; of-
fensive lineman Justin Cesaire, linebackers 
Devin O'Malley and Joe Vitale and defensive 
back Christian Ais.
