day is predicted to be 82 degrees with a 
Friday night low of 60 degrees. Humidity 
levels will be on the rise throughout the 
evening with approximately a 70% hu-
midity during the game. Sunset on Friday 
is scheduled fo 7:06 p.m. while the moon 
will already have made its appearance at 
4:50 p.m. There is a minimal 8% change 
of rain, while winds will be very light at 
just four MPH our of the west. 

SCOUTING THE CHARGERS
Once again, entering the season as the 
favorite to win the Northeast-10 Confer-
ence, the New Haven football team has 
one goal in mind - to return to the post-
season for a fourth straight season. The 
Chargers are fresh off of their fifth NE10 
title and 10th trip to the NCAA D2 play-
offs, wrapping up the 2023 season with 
an 8-3 overall record. Offensively, the 
Chargers return a pair of key pieces in QB 
Daelan Menard and RB Christopher Ais. 
In week 1, Menard finished his day with 
150 passing yards on 16-of-40 attempts. 
On the ground, the Chargers racked up 
126 yards with three different backs do-
ing the work, led by Ais with 64 yards. 
Both Menard and Ais have the protec-
tion of an O-Line that ranked top-10 in 
the country last season in total tackles 
for loss and sacks allowed. Defensively, 
the Chargers return five All-Conference 
players, highlighted by a pair of major 
NE10 award winners, Defensive Player 
of the Year Giye Jenkins and Defensive 
Lineman of the Year Jack Quander. As a 
unit, New Haven's defense finished the 
year No. 2 in all of NCAA D2 in total in-
terceptions with 21, led by Jenkins who 
finished with a team-high five. In week 
one, the Chargers defense held a dan-
gerous Slippery Rock team that averaged 
45 points per game in 2023 to just 22 
points. Leading the way in week one was 
Jalen Fisher who made nine stops. 

SCOUTING THE SETTERS
Pace enters 2024 following a 3-7 cam-
paign last year that included a pair of 
NE10 wins over American International 
and Saint Anselm, while also earning 
a win over Post prior to the Eagles be-
coming an associate member of the 
league ahead of this season. The Setters 
struggled to find a footing in week one 
when they welcomed East Stroudsburg 
to Pleasantville, dropping a 41-6 deci-
sion. Overall, Pace managed just 10 first 

downs against East Stroudsburg and was 
held to 213 yards of total offense while 
giving up 449 yards. Under center, The 
Setters relied on senior transfer QB Ah-
Shaun Davis who finished with 192 yards 
on 17-of-28 passing. Davis transferred to 
Pace from Lafayette College where he 
racked up 2,118 passing yards and 11 
TD's in three seasons. The Setters were 
not able to establish a running game 
against East Stroudsburg, finishing with 
just 21 rushing yards on the night. The 
lone score of the day in week 1 came on 
defense with Ibrahim Diallo who had a 
pick six, returning the INT 26 yards for 
the score. 

NEXT ON TAP
Three weeks into the 2024 season, New 
Haven will finally make its first appear-
ance of the year at Ralph F. DellaCamera 
Stadium when they return to the grid-
iron next weekend. The home opener 
is scheduled for Saturday, September 
21 with the Franklin Pierce Ravens visit-
ing West Haven for a 1:00 p.m. kickoff in 
what will also serve as the Northeast-10 
opener for both squads. The home 
opener for New Haven will also serve as 
the annual Family Day on campus, wel-
coming hundreds of parents, friends and 
family to campus. All of the action be-
tween the Chargers and Ravens can be 
seen live on the new home of NE10Now 
on Flo Sports with the familiar sounds of 
J.W. Stewart and Steve Kunsey calling the 
action. 

WE'VE GOT AN EYE ON YOU
Ahead of the 2023 season, the New 
Haven football team was among teams 
receiving votes in the preseason AFCA 
Coaches Poll. Slippery Rock, who the 
Chargers met in week one, was No. 11 
in the coaches poll, while New Haven's 
eight votes would place them 42nd in 
the poll as they were among 23 total 
teams receiving votes. 

KEEPING IT CLEAN
Quarterback Daelan Menard had a great 
eye in his first season slinging passes for 
the Blue and Gold, allowing just six inter-
ceptions on the year. As a team, New Ha-
ven had eight total passes intercepted, 
which was the fewest in the NE10 and 
ranked 31st in all of NCAA D2. For the 
season, Menard finished 129-253-6 for 
51% and an efficiency rating of 129.4. 
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ON THE LINE
New Haven's offensive line has always stood 
up to the test and 2023 was no different as 
they finished among the top-10 in the nation 
in a pair of categories. As a unit, the Chargers 
O-Line surrendered just 39 tackles for loss on 
the season, with just nine of those being QB 
sacks. On the national level, the 39 TFL al-
lowed (3.55 per game) was third best in all of 
NCAA D2, while the nine sacks allowed (0.82 
per game) was ninth best in the country. 

DEPTH IN THE BACK
The Chargers return a pair of 200+ rushers 
from last season in senior Christopher Ais 
and junior Zaon Laney. Ais, who saw action 
in seven games because of injury, racked 
up 582 yards and three touchdowns, while 
Laney finished the year with 247 yards and 
a team-high average of five 
yards per carry. Ais is ex-
pected to be the first string 
running back again in 2024 
as he looks to build back to 
his 2022 strength where he 
closed out the season with 
1,105 yards and five TD's. 
The 1,105 yards for Ais made 
him just the eighth player in 
program history to rack up 
1,000+ yards. 

WAITING FOR HIS MOMENT
New Haven will once again 
turn to Kha'lil Eason as the 
top choice for kick returns. 
Eason took all but five re-
turns last season, averaging 
24.5 yards per return with 
a season-long of 60 yards 
which came in the NCAA 
playoff game againt Charles-
ton. Overall, he finished two 
games with 100+ return 
yards, while also returning 
one punt, a blocked punt 
against Lincoln which he 
recovered and returned 20 
yards for a touchdown.

ON THE LIST
After wrapping up 2023 as 
an Associated Press Second 
Team All-American, senior 
defensive back Giye Jenkins 
was among the Elite 100 
players on the Division II 
watch list as announced by 

D2Football.com. Jenkins was the only player 
from the NE10 to make the cut. The New 
Jersey native wrapped up 2023 with 57 total 
tackles including four TFL, while leading the 
Chargers with five interceptions and eight 
pass breakups. His 5 INT were the most in 
the NE10, while he finished the year 13th in 
NCAA D2 with his 0.5 interceptions per game 
average. 

RETURNING ROYALTY
Seven Chargers will return to the gridiron af-
ter racking up postseason honors following 
the 2023 campaign. Highlighting the group is 
a pair of major award winners in senior de-
fensive back Giye Jenkins who was named 
the Defensive Player of the Year and gradu-
ate defensive lineman Jack Quander who 
was named the Defensive Lineman of the
