SCOUTING THE CHARGERS

The Chargers ramped up their offense
in their week 3 NE10 opening win over
Franklin Pierce, finishing the game with
430 total yards, 264 yards passing and
166 yards rushing. Graduate QB Dae-
len Menard spread his offense around
among a multitude of players, relying
on eight players downfield and a pair in
the backfield with Zaon Laney (90 yards)
and Christopher Ais (76) accounting for
all 166 net rushing yards. Ais finished
with a pair of touchdowns, including a
21-yard sprint to the endzone while Me-
nard threw a trio TD's to three different
players including Josh Zamot and Matt
Chandler who each hauled in their first
career touchdowns. Overall for the sea-
son, Menard has 538 passing yards, fifth
most in the NE10 with his six TD's tied
for the most. Ais leads the Chargers with
260 rushing yards which is third most in
the conference. Defensively, the Char-
gers are led by graduate defensive back
Jalen Fisher who has 23 tackles, a pair of
interceptions and a forced fumble. Fol-
lowing Fisher is Chris Campbell with 20
tackles and Joseph Vitale with 18 tackles,
including a team-high 2.5 TFL.

SCOUTING THE FALCONS

The lone undefeated team in the North-
east-10 Conference heading into the
second week of league play, Bentley is
averaging 19.0 points per game while
allowing just 13.7 points per game. The
Falcons have split their offense rather
evenly with an average of 203.7 yards
passing and 121.3 yards rushing. Leading
the offense is graduate quarterback Brett
Pullman who has amassed 606 yards and
one touchdown, going 58-104-4. Pull-
man's single passing TD is part of just
five total for the Falcons who have also
relied on veteran kicker Mason Campbell
who is 5-5 in field goal attempts with a
long of 45 yards. On the ground, Vinnie
Holmes leads the team with 283 yards
on 64 attempts with an average of 94.3
yards per game, including a 105-yard
game in the Falcons season-opening win
over West Chester.

The Chargers will return to West Haven
for just the second time this season as
they open the month of October with
a visit from the American International
Yellow Jackets for Homecoming on the
Blue and Gold turf of DellaCamera Stadi-
um.

GOLDEN CHILD

Following his performance at Pace junior
Kha'lil Eason kicked off the accolades
when he was tabbed the New England
Football Writer's Gold Helmet recipient,
a weekly honor presented to two players
each week - one representing Division
| and one representing Division 1l & III.
Eason was locked-in on the kick return,
averaging 57.8 yards per return with his
231 total yards coming on four returns.
The highlight of the night was a pair of
those returns going to the house with
the two runbacks going for 90+ yards
(94 & 96 yards). His 231 yards was the
second time in his career he has racked
up 230+ return yards, the first setting
a school record with 236 yards against
Charleston in the NCAA playoffs last sea-
son. In addition to the NEFW Gold Hel-
met awards, Eason was also tabbed the
NE10 Special Teams Player of the Week.

THE CALL OF DUTY

For the past 12 years, the New Haven
football team has partnered with Be the
Match and the Andy Talley Bone Marrow
Foundation's Get In The Game initiative
to raise awareness for the need of bone
marrow donations in the fight against
leukemia, lymphoma and other blood
disorders. Over the last 12 years of regis-
try drives the Chargers added than 2,000
people to the registry and have had 10
people match and donate blood marrow
to those in need. Recently, a member of
the football team, offensive lineman Ca-
leb Beetle, received the call and will be
going through the process of donating
later this fall.

WE'VE GOT AN EYE ON YOU

Ahead of the 2023 season, the New
Haven football team was among teams
receiving votes in the preseason AFCA
Coaches Poll. Slippery Rock, who the
Chargers met in week one, was No. 11

FIVE-TIME NORTHEAST-10 CHAMPIONS (2010, 2011, 2012, 2021, 2023)
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in the coaches poll, while New Haven's eight
votes would have placed them 42nd in the
poll as they were among 23 total teams re-
ceiving votes. Heading into this weekend at
Bentley, New Haven continues to receive
votes, while Slippery Rock has moved up two
spots to No. 9

KEEPING IT CLEAN

Quarterback Daelan Menard had a great eye
in his first season slinging passes for the Blue
and Gold, allowing just six interceptions on
the year. As a team, New Haven had eight
total passes intercepted, which was the
fewest in the NE10 and ranked 31st in all of
NCAA D2. For the season, Menard finished
129-253-6 for 51% and an efficiency rating of
129.4.

ON THE LINE

New Haven's offensive line
has always stood up to the
test and 2023 was no differ-
ent as they finished among
the top-10 in the nation in a
pair of categories. As a unit,
the Chargers O-Line surren-
dered just 39 tackles for loss
on the season, with just nine
of those being QB sacks. On
the national level, the 39 TFL

allowed (3.55 per game) was
third best in all of NCAA D2,
while the nine sacks allowed
(0.82 per game) was ninth
best in the country.

DEPTH IN THE BACK

The Chargers return a pair of
200+ rushersfromlast season
in senior Christopher Ais and
junior Zaon Laney. Ais, who
saw action in seven games
because of injury, racked up
582 yards and three touch-
downs, while Laney finished
the year with 247 yards and
a team-high average of five
yards per carry. Ais is ex-
pected to be the first string
running back again in 2024
as he looks to build back to
his 2022 strength where he
closed out the season with
1,105 yards and five TD's.
The 1,105 yards for Ais made
him just the eighth player in
program history to rack up
1,000+ yards.

WAITING FOR HIS MOMENT

New Haven will once again turn to Kha'lil Ea-
son as the top choice for kick returns. Eason
took all but five returns last season, averag-
ing 24.5 yards per return with a season-long
of 60 yards which came in the NCAA playoff
game against Charleston. Overall, he finished
two games with 100+ return yards, while also
returning one punt, a blocked punt against
Lincoln which he recovered and returned 20
yards for a touchdown.

After wrapping up 2023 as an Associated
Press Second Team All-American, senior
defensive back Giye Jenkins was among the
Elite 100 players on the Division Il watch list
as announced by D2Football.com. Jenkins
was the only player from the NE10 to make
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the cut. The New Jersey native wrapped up 2023 with
57 total tackles including four TFL, while leading the
Chargers with five interceptions and eight pass break-
ups. His 5 INT were the most in the NE10, while he fin-
ished the year 13th in NCAA D2 with his 0.5 intercep-
tions per game average.

RETURNING ROYALTY

Seven Chargers will return to the gridiron after racking
up postseason honors following the 2023 campaign.
Highlighting the group is a pair of major award win-
ners in senior defensive back Giye Jenkins who was
named the Defensive Player of the Year and graduate
defensive lineman Jack Quander who was named the
Defensive Lineman of the Year. Both were joined on the
First Team All-Conference by offensive lineman John
Thomas. Additionally, four players who earned Second
Team distinction return in 2024; offensive lineman Jus-
tin Cesaire, linebackers Devin O'Malley and Joe Vitale
and defensive back Christian Ais.

ONE DEGREE ISN'T ENOUGH

With a master's program in sport management, an MBA
program and a renowned school of criminal justice it
is no wonder so many students call New Haven home
when it comes to postgraduate degrees. This season is
no different, as 27 Chargers adorn the roster in 2024
after earning an undergraduate degree.

LEADERSHIP QUAD

Following a vote of all eligible players and the coach-
ing staff, University of New Haven Head Football Coach
Chris Pincince has named four captains for the 2024
season; Giye Jenkins, John Thomas, Joe Vitale and Jack
Quander. The three defensive and one offensive players
were among 29 total players to receive at least one vote
among the ballots of current players and the coaching
staff. Among the 29, nine players received 10 or more
votes. Among the four selected, Quander will serve in
the role for a second season after he was selected as
one of three captains prior to the 2023 season.

FLY EAGLE FLY

After a decorated four-year career in West Haven, tight
end Kevin Foelsch embarked on a professional career that
included stops a numerous rookie camps last spring and
concluded with a preseason invite to the Philadelphia
Eagles camp and an eventual spot on the Eagles practice
squad ahead of week one. Foelsch concluded his career
at New Haven with 73 receptions and 16 touchdowns as
his height allowed him to be a big target for quarterbacks
Ajee Patterson, Connor Degenhardt and Daelen Menard.
