SCOUTING THE CHARGERS
Rebounding from its season opening
loss at Slippery Rock, the Chargers has
scored 45+ points in each of its last three
games, entering week five averaging
36.0 points per game and marking the
first time New Haven has scored 40+ in
three-straight games since the 2013 sea-
son. Much of that success for the Char-
gers comes from its running game which
heading into this week against American
International has galloped for just shy of
1,000 yards (939), averaging 234.8 yards
per game. Leading the efforts is senior
Christopher Ais who is coming off of a
career-high 227 yards last week at Bent-
ley, marking the first time since the 2015
season a player has run for 200+ yards in
a single game. Ais isn't the only back to
watch out for as Zaon Laney is just be-
hind him on the year with 359 rushing
yards and combined the pair has seven
touchdowns (Ais 5, Laney 2). Under cen-
ter, New Haven continues to rely on its
returning starter, Daelen Menard, who
has 720 yards and nine touchdowns on
the year, completing 50-0f-99 pass at-
tempts. The other highlight for the Char-
gers has been in the return game where
junior Kha'lil Eason is averaging 39.7
yards per return with three returns of
80+ yards including a pair he returned to
the house for touchdowns. Defensively,
New Haven is led by the pair of Christo-
pher Campbell and Jalen Fisher who en-
ter week five with 27 and 26 tackles, re-
spectively. The Chargers have also been
a force in stopping the ball behind the
line of scrimmage with a total of 24 TFL
and 12 sacks.

SCOUTING THE YELLOW JACKETS

Still searching for its first Northeast-10
Conference win, American International
stands at 1-3 on the season, with the
lone win coming in week one against
Shippensburg. The Yellow Jackets most
recent game was an 84-7 setback to the
visiting Ferris State. For the season, AIC
is averaging 19 points per game while

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surrendering 39.8 ppg to their opposi-
tion. The majority of the Yellow Jackets
offense has come from its passing game
where they are averaging 202.5 yards
per game, with a pair of quarterback
splitting the work. Leading the duo is
Cephas Williams who has amassed 584
yards and six touchdowns going 45-75-3
on the season. The Yellow Jackets run-
ning game has been unable to get its
footing, racking up just 242 total yards
with the lone back surpassing 100 yards
on the season being Sidiki Kone with 108
net yards.

NEXT ON TAP

Following their only bye week of the
season, the Chargers will play their next
two games on the road, the first a visit
to crosstown rival Southern Connecticut
State University for the annual Battle of
the Elm City. The yearly rivalry game is
slated for Saturday, October 19 at 1:00
p.m. at Jess Dow Field. Kickoff in the
Northeast-10 Conference battle is slated
for 1:00 p.m. with all of the action avail-
able on NE10 Now on Flo Sports.

GOLDEN CHILDREN

For the first time since the 1997 season,
a pair of Chargers have been tabbed
NEFW Gold Helmet winners following
big time performances on the gridiron.
The first to earn the honor was junior re-
turn specialist Kha'lil Eason who secured
the distinction following the Pace game
where he racked up 231 return yards on
four returns for an average of 57.8 yards
per return with a pair of touchdowns.
The second honor came following the
week four win over Bentley University
when senior running back Christoper
Ais ran for a career-high 227 yards and a
pair of touchdowns against the Falcons.
The 227 yards for Ais was the first time a
Charger racked up 200+ yards since the
2015 season.

2K CLUB

Senior running back Christopher Ais has
been racking up yards since the day he
stepped on campus in 2021 and earlier
this season became the seventh player
in program history to collect at least
2,000 rushing yards. Ais passed the 2K
mark with his 120 yards against Pace and
now stands just 96 yards shy of reaching
2,500 career rushing yards heading into
week five against AIC. Ais also has a high
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probability of reaching the No. 2 slot in the
all-time record book which is currently held
by AJ Livingston (1990-93) who finished his
career with 2,904 yards.

THIRD TIMES THE CHARM

For the first time under head coach Chris
Pincince, the New Haven football team has
racked up 45 points in each of its last three
games. Currently, New Haven is averaging
36.0 points per game in its first four games.
The 40+ in three straight games is the first
time a New Haven team has scored 40 or
more in three-straight since the 2013 sea-
son, the final under previous head coach
Pete Rossomando. In that stretch, the Char-
gers put up 65 points versus Pace, 70 against
Saint Anselm and 48 against Long lIsland
University. That stretch was the start of a
five-game win streak for the

Blue and Gold. The last time

the Chargers scored 40+ in

four straight games was in

the 1997 season under head

coach Tony Sparano.

THE CALL OF DUTY

For the past 12 years, the
New Haven football team
has partnered with Be the
Match and the Andy Talley
Bone Marrow Foundation's
Get In The Game initiative to
raise awareness for the need
of bone marrow donations
in the fight against leukemia,
lymphoma and other blood
disorders. Over the last 12
years of registry drives the
Chargers added than 2,000
people to the registry and
have had 10 people match
and donate blood marrow
to those in need. Recently,
a member of the football
team, offensive lineman Ca-
leb Beetle, received the call
and will be going through the
process of donating later this
fall.

WE'VE GOT AN EYE ON YOU
Ahead of the 2023 season,
the New Haven football team
was among teams receiving
votes in the preseason AFCA
Coaches Poll. Slippery Rock,
who the Chargers met in
week one, was No. 11 in the

coaches poll, while New Haven's eight votes
would have placed them 42nd in the poll as
they were among 23 total teams receiving
votes. Heading into this weekend at Bentley,
New Haven continues to receive votes, while
Slippery Rock has moved up two spots to No.
9

KEEPING IT CLEAN

Quarterback Daelan Menard had a great eye
in his first season slinging passes for the Blue
and Gold, allowing just six interceptions on
the year. As a team, New Haven had eight
total passes intercepted, which was the
fewest in the NE10 and ranked 31st in all of
NCAA D2.
