SCOUTING THE CHARGERS

Following its first back-to-back shutouts
since the 1997 season, New Haven gets
back to work on Saturday looking to re-
main as the only undefeated in the North-
east-10 Conference as they attempt to
repeat as league champions which would
be the first time a team has repeated as
NE10 champions since the Chargers did
so in three-straight seasons (2010-11).
The Blue and Gold will look to maintain
their traditional defensive power which re-
turned last time out against SCSU to hold
the Owls to a season-low 29 rushing yards,
marking the fifth-straight game New Hav-
en has held an opponent under 75 rushing
yards. Additionally, New Haven racked up a
season-high eight sacks against the Owils,
moving them into second in all of NCAA
Division 1l in team sacks, averaging 3.83
per game. Leading the Chargers defense is
Chris Campbell with 41 total tackles, while
four different players all have two or more
total sacks, led by Wilson Frederic with
four. Offensively, New Haven is averaging
36.8 points per game with much of its of-
fensive success coming from its running
game which heading into this week against
Assumption has galloped for 1,387 yards,
averaging 231.2 yards per game. Leading
the efforts is senior Christopher Ais (718
total rushing yards) who had a career-high
227 yards at Bentley, marking the first time
since the 2015 season a player has run for
200+ yards in a single game. Ais isn't the
only back to watch out for as Zaon Laney is
just behind him on the year with 482 rush-
ing yards and combined the pair has 10
touchdowns (Ais 7, Laney 3). Under center,
New Haven continues to rely on its return-
ing starter, Daelen Menard, who has 1,064
yards and 13 touchdowns on the year,
completing 74-0f-136 pass attempts. The
other highlight for the Chargers has been
in the return game where junior Kha'lil Ea-
son is averaging 37.6 yards per return with
three returns of 80+ yards including a pair
he returned to the house for touchdowns.

SCOUTING THE GREYHOUNDS

The Greyhounds look to get back in the
win column after a tough road loss at
Saint Anselm, falling to the Hawks 20-14
in overtime. The Greyhounds offense en-

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ters week seven averaging under 300 yards
per game (277.7), splitting their offense
straight down the middle with 842 yards
rushing and 824 yards passing. On the
ground, Kameron Robbins leads the team
with 401 yards and three of the nine total
rushing TD's. Jay Kastantin has been the
Greyhounds go to quarterback with all but
12 of the 824 passing yards, connecting on
73-0f-132 attempts with just three inter-
ceptions in the first six games. His primary
target downfield has been Quinn Sieger
who has 32 catches for 274 yards while the
next closest receiver has caught just eight
passes. Defensively, Assumption is holding
teams to just 16.5 points per game, includ-
ing a pair of opponents to just seven points
and not surrendering more than 28 points
in a single game all season. Leading the
Greyhounds defense is Dion Kuinlan who
has 59 total tackles, followed by Owen
Fitzgerald with 46 tackles which includes a
5.5 TFL and a team-high 3.5 sacks.

NEXT ON TAP

After being away from home for a month,
the Chargers will finally return to their
home field as they open up the third
month of the season with an instate
match-up against Post University on Satur-
day, November 2. Opening kickoff between
the Chargers and Eagles is set for 1:00 p.m.
with the game serving as Military Appre-
ciation Day at DellaCamera Stadium. All of
the action in the conference battle will be
available on NE10 Now on Flo College.

NO WAY, NO HOW

Following the Chargers season-opening
loss at Slippery Rock, New Haven's defen-
sive line fortified and since then has been
a wall of steel, limiting the last five teams
to no more than 75 rushing yards, includ-
ing a season-low 29 yards in the week six
win over Southern Connecticut. In the
five-game stretch, New Haven has limited
teams to an average of just 48.4 rushing
yards per game or just 1.7 yards per carry.
For the season, New Haven is sixth in NCAA
DIl for rushing defense with the total aver-
age per rush at 66.2 including the Slippery
Rock game.

CAN'T HOLD US BACK

New Haven's defense has been a force to
be reckoned since the return to play fol-
lowing the COVID pandemic. The ability for
the Chargers to get over the line of scrim-
mage in record time has been nothing but
impressive. Heading into week seven at
Assumption, the Chargers are No. 2 in the
nation in total sacks, adding eight more to
the total in the week six win over SCSU.
Overall for the season, New Haven has 23
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total sacks for 128 yards with that averaging
out to 3.83 per game. Minnesota Deluth cur-
rently leads the nation at 3.86 sacks per game.

GOLDEN CHILDREN

For the first time since the 1997 season, a pair
of Chargers have been tabbed NEFW Gold Hel-
met winners following big time performances
on the gridiron. The first to earn the honor was
junior return specialist Kha'lil Eason who se-
cured the distinction following the Pace game
where he racked up 231 return yards on four
returns for an average of 57.8 yards per return
with a pair of touchdowns. The second honor
came following the week four win over Bentley
University when senior running back Christop-
er Ais ran for a career-high 227 yards and a pair
of touchdowns against the Falcons. The 227
yards for Ais was the first time a Charger racked
up 200+ yards since the 2015 season.

2K CLUB

Senior running back Christo-
pher Ais has been racking up
yards since the day he stepped
on campus in 2021 and ear-
lier this season became the
seventh player in program his-
tory to collect at least 2,000
rushing yards. Ais passed the
2K mark with his 120 yards
against Pace and took it one
step further in the week five
win over AIC with his 123
rushing vyards pushing him
over the 2,500 yard mark. Ais
also has a high probability of
reaching the No. 2 slot in the
all-time record book which is
currently held by AJ Livingston
(1990-93) who finished his ca-
reer with 2,904 yards.
