OPENING TIP

The 45th season of New Haven women’s
basketball will tip off this Saturday after-
noon at 5:30 p.m. as the Chargers face
the College of Staten Island. CSI will be-
gin its final season as a member of the
Division Il CUNYAC as it begins a transi-
tion period from Division Il to Division Il
athletics.

The Chargers are coming off an 18-12
season a year ago that saw them ad-
vance to the NE10 semifinals for the
first time since 2016. CSl finished a 19-8
campaign last season by also advancing
to the semifinals of its conference tour-
nament.

INSIDE THE SERIES

- Saturday’s game will serve as the
first-ever meeting between the two
schools.

SCOUTING NEW HAVEN

- The Chargers were selected to finish
third in the Southwest Division in this
year’s Northeast-10 Preseason Coaches
Poll. New Haven returns four players that
started in at least 17 games last season.

Reigning NE10 All-Rookie selection Cam-
ryn DeBose was one of two all-confer-

ence honorees for the Chargers last sea-
son, a freshman campaign that saw her
start all 30 games at guard and average
9.2 points and 4.3 rebounds per game.
She also led the team from beyond the
arc where she shot 33.6 percent. She
dished out 39 assists and was second on
the team with 62 steals.

Forward Micah Wormack returns for
her senior season after ranking fifth in
the NE10 last season with a team-high
.527 field goal pct. She was second on
the team in both points per game (12.2)
and rebounds per game (7.8). She had a
career-game with 30 points and 18 re-

bounds at Pace on February 13, shooting
14-for-22 from the field.

Junior point guard Brie Pergola started
all 30 games last season, scoring at a 7.8
ppg clip, while dishing out 79 assists (2.6
apg), which ranked second on the team.
She connected on 36.7 percent of her
shots from the floor and added 28 to-
tal steals. She reached double-figures in
scoring on eight occasions and was first
on the squad from the free throw line,
where she held a .771 percentage.

The Chargers also return senior Kim Tal-
ley, who made 17 starts at forward last
season. She averaged 3.0 points and 3.8
rebounds per game while shooting 40.4
percent from the floor.

The Chargers started last season 5-2
through the end of November. They
went on to rattle off seven straight wins
from Dec. 11 through January 16. The
Chargers won their final three regu-
lar season NE10 matchups, including a
55-50 win over eventual NE10 Tourna-
ment champion Le Moyne in the regular
season finale. The Chargers earned the
Southwest Division’s No. 3 seed in the
NE10 Tournament and pulled off a 58-52
overtime upset at No. 2 seed Stonehill in
the NE10 quarterfinals, advancing to the
semifinals for the first time since 2016.

SCOUTING COLL. OF STATEN ISLAND
- The Dolphins polished off a 2018-19
campaign with a 19-8 record, including a
12-4 mark in CUNYAC play, falling in the
semifinal round of the CUNYAC Tourna-
ment.

- The team averaged 66.1 points per
game offensively, holding a +10.2 scor-
ing margin.

- Asateam, CSl shot an even 38 percent
from the floor and 31.3 percent from the
arc.

- Defensively, they held a +2.4 rebound-
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ing margin and 3.1 blocks per game.

- CSI will return its top three scorers from last
season, led by junior Megan McEwan, a First
Team CUNYAC All-Star who averaged a team-
high 14.9 ppg and totaled 89 assists.

- Senior Diana Todaro was a Second Team All-
Conference honoree last season after averag-
ing a double-double with 11.6 points and a
team-high 8.3 rebounds per game.

- Sophomore Kayla Schmitter was the team’s
third leading scorer with 9.9 ppg, and ranked
second with 6.2 rpg.

- McEwen, Todaro and junior Brianna Robisky
are the team’s three returning players who
started in at least 11 of 27 games.

LAST TIME THEY MET
The Chargers and Dolphins have not met be-
fore in women'’s basketball.

NEXT ON TAP

New Haven will have one week off before its
next contest, hosting Bridgeport on Nov. 16 at
6:30 p.m.

LAST TIME OUT

New Haven fell in the semifinals of the NE10
Conference Tournament on March 7 in a 42-28
defeat at SW No. 1 seed Le Moyne. After hold-
ing Le Moyne to just 11 points and leading by
six at halftime, the Chargers were outscored
31-11 in the second half.

New Haven outshot Le Moyne by a 30.2-28.8
percent margin, and held a 26-16 edge in the
paint. Defensively, the Dolphins outrebounded
New Haven 38-28 and forced 19 Charger turn-
overs. Le Moyne advacned to the NE10 Cham-
pionship Game where they defeated Bentley.

GOING GOING GONE...

New Haven will need to replace the void left by
graduated senior Alexandria Kerr, who led the
team in scoring each of the last two seasons.
Last year, she ranked ninth in the NE10 with a
team-high 15.8 ppg and was eighth with 8.4
rpg. She led the conference in steals per game,
finishing with 91 total thefts, and led the Char-
gers with 83 assists. A First Team AllI-NE10 hon-
oree last season, Kerr finished her career ninth
on the school’s all-time scoring list with 1,500
career points, eighth all-time with 814 re-
bounds and sixth with 346 career free throws.
Her efforts on the court and in the classroom
landed her on the CoSIDA Academic All-District
First Team each of the last three seasons.

FRESH FACES

The Chargers welcome seven newcomers to
this year’s squad, including two transfers and
five incoming freshmen.
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- #15 Jasmine White - Forward

The junior comes to New Haven after two years
at Division | La Salle where she averaged 1.5
ppg and 2.4 rpg over 27 games last season.

- #5 Bionca Chambers - Guard

Chambers joins New Haven from Felician Uni-
versity where she was named Third Team All-
CACC last season. The junior forward was also
named to the Metropolitan Basketball Writer’s
Association Second Team.

- #2 Brianna Diaz - Guard

Played three years of varsity basketball at Car-
dinal Spellman High School, helping to lead the
team to the CHSAA state title in 2019 and a di-
vision title in 2018.

- #3 Aliyah Wright - Guard

Wright was a five-year varsity team member at
Colonie Central High School. She graduated as
the all-time leading scorer in program history,
collecting over 1,000 points. She was a two-
time section all-star and the 2018 Section 2
Most Valuable Player.

- #21 Kameryn King - Guard

The 2019 Hartford Courant Player of the Year,
King was a CHSCA All-State and Academic All-
State selection in 2019. She was named to the
USA Today All-USA CT Girls Basketball Team in
2019, and helped Mercy High School to a Class
LL state title in and the No. 1 ranking in Con-
necticut as a junior in 2017-18. She finished her
career with 1,007 points.

- #34 Aurora Deshaies - Forward

The 2019 Liberty Central Conference Player of
the Year and a 2018 third team all-state hon-
oree, Deshaies led Bishop Ludden to the Sec-
tion 3 championship title in 2017 and 2018. She
scored over 1,000 points in her career and was
a four-year member of the volleyball team.

- #44 Alyssa Stevenson - Forward

A three-time Frontier League and NY State Sec-
tion 3 All-Star, Stevenson helped lead South Jef-
ferson Central to the NY State Section 3 Cham-
pionship title her senior year. She was also a
three-year member of the tennis and lacrosse
teams.

KEEPNG IT CLOSE
New Haven was 4-0 last season in games de-
cided by five points or less.

BREAKTHROUGH WHEN IT MATTERED

New Haven’s win at Stonehill in the NE10 quar-
terfinals was the team’s first win this season
when trailing with five minutes left in regula-
tion (1-12 last season).

LESS MEANS MORE WINS
New Haven was 6-1 when holding their oppo-




nents to under 50 points last season, and 16-2
when allowing less than 60 points.

RECORD WATCH

- Senior Micah Wormack is currently fourth on
the school’s all-time list with 93 career blocks.
Next on the list is her former teammate, Ka-
tia Oge ‘19 who finished her career this past
spring with 101 career rejections. The program
record for career blocks is 246 held by Joy Jeter
‘89.

Wormack also finished last season with a .527
field goal percentage, which ranks ninth all-
time in single season program history.

STEERING THE SHIP

With 16 years of collegiate head coaching
experience under her belt, Debbie Buff is in
her second year as the Chargers’ head coach
in 2019-20. In her first season on the Charger
sidelines in 2018-19, Buff led New Haven to a
six-win improvement over the previous season,
piloting the team to an 18-12 record and the
semifinal round of the Northeast-10 Conference
Tournament.

Buff also helped mentor Alexandria Kerr, a First
Team AllI-NE10 honoree and three-time CoSIDA
First Team Academic All-District selection,
along with NE10 All-Rookie selection Camryn
DeBose.

Buff came to West Haven following a seven-year
stint at Wheeling Jesuit University, where she
led the Cardinals to back-to-back Mountain
East Conference Championships and Division I
tournament appearances. Buff is no stranger to
the NE10 having served as an Assistant Coach
with the Saint Rose Golden Knights where she
helped lead Saint Rose to the 2000 NCAA Divi-
sion Il Northeast Region Championship, a 34-1
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record and a national ranking as high as No. 1
in the country.

Along with Buff, two additional coaches joined
the New Haven sideline for the first time in
2018-19; assistant coach Steve Bower and
graduate assistant Michelle Brandao.

SMART, NOT JUST ON THE COURT

In addition to earning all-rookie honors for her
play on the court, Camryn DeBose also was rec-
ognized for her success off the court by earning
a 4.0 GPA during the spring semester. She was
named to the NE10’s Academic Honor Roll, and
one of only 11 Chargers department-wide to
earn Academic Excellence accolades from the
conference.

STORIED HISTORY

The women’s basketball program at New Haven
has a very strong history. The Chargers brought
home the 1987 national championship title
when they defeated Cal-Poly Pomona 77-75 to
lift the trophy. Overall, New Haven has advanced
to the national tournament nine times, most
recently in back-to-back seasons in 2014 and
2015. The latter of those two seasons saw the
Chargers advance to the Elite Eight for just the
second time in program history after defeating
Stonehill 58-57 to win the East Region Cham-
pionship.

Debbie Buff enters her second season with the University of New Haven
women’s basketball team in the 2019-20 academic year. Buff comes to
West Haven following a seven-year stint at Wheeling Jesuit University
(Wheeling, W.V.) which included back-to-back Mountain East Conference
Championships and NCAA Division Il tournament appearances.

In her first season with the Chargers in 2018-19, Buff helped lead New
Haven to an 18-12 record, an improvement of six wins over the season
prior to her arrival. The season culminated with at trip to the NE10
semifinals for the first time since 2016 following a road victory over
Stonehill in the NE10 quarterfinals. Buff also helped mentor Alexandria
Kerr, a First Team All-NE10 honoree and three-time CoSIDA First Team
Academic All-District selection.

Buff took over the Wheeling Jesuit program in 2011 and in five years
led her first full recruiting class to the first of back-to-back Mountain
East Conference Championships in 2015-16. The Cardinals finished that
season with a 27-6 overall record, which tied the school record for most
victories in a single season.

The Cardinals followed that up with a second-straight 25-win season,
Mountain East Championship and subsequent trip to the NCAA Division
Il regional championship. Over her seven years in West Virginia, Buff
collected a 111-93 overall record for a .544 winning percentage. Over
her seven years, the Cardinals finished with a plus-.500 record on four
occasions.

Prior to Wheeling Jesuit, Buff spent two seasons at Endicott College
where she led the Gulls to the most wins in school history with a 23-6
record in 2008-09 and an appearance in the championship game of the

Commonwealth Coast Conference. In her two seasons at Endicott, she
compiled an overall record of 42-14.

Her first stint as a head coach came at the Rochester Institute of
Technology where her five-plus year career was highlighted by Empire
8 Coach of the Year accolades in 2006-07 when she led the Tigers to the
most victories in the history of the RIT women’s basketball program
and the program’s first ever appearance in the Empire 8 and ECAC
Championships.

Prior to her collegiate head coaching career, Buff served as an assistant
coach and recruiting coordinator at fellow Northeast-10 opponent
College of Saint Rose where she helped lead the Golden Knights to the
2000 NCAA Division Il Northeast Region Championship, a 34-1 record
and a national ranking as high as No. 1in the country.

Previous to joining a college program, Buff spent 14 years as the head
coach at Bishop Maginn High School in Albany. In her time there, she
recorded 203 wins and 57 losses while capturing five Big 10 Conference
Championships, a Section Il title, a regional title and a New York State
Class A title. A Hall of Famer at Bishop Maginn, Buff was named the New
York State Coach of the Year following the team’s 1996 state title run.

A graduate from the State University of New York College at Cortland
with a Bachelor of Science degree in physical education, she also
holds a Master’s Degree in health education from Russell Sage College.
During her time at Cortland, she competed three years for the women’s
basketball team before turning her attention to training for the Skylon
International Marathon in New York.
