THIRD TIMES A CHARM

For the third time ever in New Haven
history, only Chargers will be tipping
off on the hardwood - a cavalry to say
the least. The Blue and Gold will host
the Dominican Chargers on Saturday,
coming off a loss to NE10 rival Pace in
their home-opener this past Tuesday.

A LOOK INTO THE SERIES OF THE
STABLE

New Haven and Dominican have only
shared the same stable twice, with New
Haven taking home victories on both
occasions. The most recent matchup
took place in the 2018-19 season, a
close matchup it was as the winner was
determined in the final 19 seconds.

New Haven led by 11 going into half-
time, but off the rip in the second half
Dominican tied things 44-44 with 11:05
remaining, then again at 63-63 with less
than 20 seconds on the game clock. A
layup from Roy Kane Jr. put the New
Haven Chargers up by a single point to
finish the game.

In this visit to Orangeburg, N.Y. cur-
rent roster members Derrick Rowland
and Quashawn Lane saw a combined
68 minutes of court action and both
made the starting five. Rowland was
a sophomore at the time who started
all 30 games and averaged 12.7 points
per game with 66 three-point buckets
throughout the season. Lane was a
freshman who started 26 of his 27 ap-
pearances on the floor averaging 8.9

points and four rebounds per game.

SCOUTING THE DOMINICAN CHAR-
GERS (5-0, 0-0 ECAC)

The Chargers of New York have started
their season on an unforgettable note.
All five of their victories thus far have
been from non-conference teams,
making New Haven their sixth straight
non-conference pairing. The Chargers
highest point performance was their
103-83 victory over the University of
Bridgeport, although they average 85.2
ppg, just slightly ten under the New
Havens 76.4 ppg.

In terms of shooting accuracy, the stats
are pretty much equivalent across the
board when looking at both Charger
teams. New Haven has been shooting
on average 46.8 percent from the field,
and Dominican is not too far ahead with
47.2 percent. The amount of turnovers
per game differentiates by .4 with both
teams turning over possession around
14 times per game.

Their biggest shooting threat has to be
senior forward, Jalen Burgess. Burgess
previously attended Nassau Community
College before transferring to play for
the Chargers in the 2019-20 season. So
far in the current season he has been
named CACC Player of the Week and
has started four-of-five games. He has
attempted 78 shots from the field and
33 from outside the arc ringing in a total
of 107 points in 173 minutes of action.
Burgess also ranks second amongst

24. Hungry for a win, the Blue and Gold enter
their own court on Saturday looking to break
their two-game cold spell. New Haven’s three
wins have all been non-conference matchups:
College of Staten Island and D’Youville in the
CSI Tip Off Tourney and Molloy just three
days after.

On the defensive end, starter Majur Majak
(Poughkeepsie, N.Y.) has used his height to
help defend the basket. Majak has started all
five games and ranks second in the NE10 in
blocked shots per game with an average of
four. In the home opener, he was the only one
on the New Haven roster with a number in
the blocks column with three, one away from
matching his season-high of four.

ROWLAND CLIMBS RECORD IN FIRST
START OF THE SEASON

Derrick Rowland (Cohoes, N.Y./Green Tech),
graduate guard, has been an asset to the
program since day one. In his first year he
averaged 22.8 minutes per game and ap-
peared in 27. By his sophomore year, he was
a staple to the starting five and continued
that momentum into his junior year. After
the pandemic, Rowland missed the first two
games and made his first start of the season
in the home-opener.

Prior to this season, Rowland topped charts
as a young player. He became the 37th mem-
ber of the 1,000 point club after his 11-point
contribution in the NE10 Quarterfinals at Le
Moyne in March of 2020. He entered the
2021-22 season with 1,045 career points to
his name, and has added 17 to this seasons
column already. With 1,062 career points to
date, Rowland has now passed out Tetrick
Stonar who accumulated 1,056 points from
2005-08 and now sits 34th in all-time scoring.

With Rowlands three-point basket in Tues-
day’s matchup he now moves up to fifth place
in all-time three-point field goals with a total
of 180 throughout his career. Rowland entered
the season tied for sixth with D.J. Sackmann
from 2005-09, but that one bucket was
enough to propel him up the chart. If Rowland

The Chargers tipped off their 2021-22 season
with a 2-0 performance at the CSI Tip-off
Tournament in Staten Island. Not only did
they bring home two victories, but junior
Davontrey Thomas also brought home an
NE10 Honor.

Thomas set the bar high for himself this
season, raking in 54 points over the course
of two games. In the first game against the
host school, College of Staten Island, Thomas
grabbed his third career double-double and
set a new career-high in scoring with 31
points. He followed that stellar performance
up the next day against D’Youville with 23
points and seven boards.

Throughout the weekend, the Poughkeepsie
native saw 54 minutes of court action. Within
those minutes on the floor Thomas went 9-of-
10 from the stripe, shot 64.3 percent from the
field, and swished nine shots from outside the
arc. All while grabbing 17 rebounds, six assists,
and three steals.

BLACKJACK

The 3-0 start to the 2021-22 season is the
best for the Chargers since opening the 2018-
19 campaign 5-0. That season, the Chargers
finished with 21 wins, advancing to the NCAA
D2 East Region Championship. Prior to the
2018-19 campaign it had been more than two
decades since the Chargers opened up the
season on a hot streak. You have to look back
to the 1989-90 season to find the next best,
with the Blue and Gold opening that campaign
9-0, and to no surprise, they also closed out
that year with 21 victories.

In a poll of all head coaches, the University
of New Haven men’s basketball team was
selected to finish second in the Southwest
Division of the Northeast-10 Conference
Preseason Poll.

With 155 career victories, Ted Hotaling stands second among nine head coaches in the history
of the New Haven men's basketball program. The 2021-22 season will mark his 11th season
strolling the sidelines of Charger Gymnasium. Named the ninth head coach in program
history on March 31, 2010, Hotaling has led the Chargers to back-to-back appearances in
the Northeast-10 Conference Championship game, a pair of eight total appearances in the
conference tournament under his tutelage. In addition, Hotaling’s teams have earned three
bids to the NCAA Division Il National Tournament, the most recent coming in 2019.

Highlighting his 155 career victories was a 79-68 win over crosstown rival Southern
Connecticut State University on February 15, 2016 which earned Hotaling his 100th career
victory at the helm of the Blue and Gold, becoming the fourth coach at New Haven to reach
the century mark. Overall, Hotaling’s .548 winning percentage ranks third in program history,
while his record of 55-45 through his first 100 contests was the best since 1995.

Under his guidance, Hotaling has led a host of Chargers to postseason accolades and career
records marks. Leading that list is Eric Anderson ‘15, a two-time All-American (2014, 2015),
three-time Northeast-10 Defensive Player of the Year, two-time All-Region and four-time All-
Conference performer. Anderson closed out his career at New Haven 14th all-time in scoring
(1,551 points) while he also set a school record with 238 career blocks, passing Herb Watkins
(191;1984-88).

Anderson is one of nine different players who all-totaled hauled in 17 All-Northeast-10
Conference honors under Hotaling. In addition, Hotaling’s players have collected four major
NE10 distinctions, and four different players have received All-Region honors during his
tenure.

In their most recent season on the hardwood, Hotaling led the Chargers to their second-
straight appearance in the NE10 Championship game, wrapping up the 2019-20 campaign
with a 15-15 record. As the fifth seed in the Southwest Division, the Chargers were road
warriors throughout the tournament, with the highlight of the championship coming in the
semifinals when New Haven outlasted Stonehill in an instant three overtime thriller 101-100.

The season prior, the Chargers finished with a 21-10 record, their third 20+ win season under
Hotaling, after earning an at-large bid to their eighth NCAA Tournament appearance. New
Haven's postseason run came to an end against eventual regional champion Saint Anselm,
but not before tying their highest win total under Hotaling which was previously set in 2013-
14.

The 2017-18 season saw Hotaling lead the Chargers New Haven to the Northeast-10
Conference Championship for a second-straight season and the sixth time in program
history. The Chargers earned a bye through the first round before falling to Merrimack in the
quarterfinals. Overall, New Haven finished the 2017-18 season with a 17-10 record, the sixth
time in the last seven years Hotaling has led New Haven to a winning season.

The Chargers made their fifth appearance in the NE10 Championship under Hotaling in
the 2016-17 campaign, closing out the year 15-14 overall. New Haven earned a first round
victory over Merrimack 84-58. During the 2015-16 season, Hotaling coached the Chargers to
arguably the biggest win in program history when New Haven knocked off crosstown rival
Southern Connecticut State. The Blue and Gold led the Owls for all but six minutes as they
defeated the No. 2 ranked team, according to the NABC Coaches Poll, 79-66.

In 2014-15, Hotaling led the Chargers to their fourth-straight winning season, closing out
the year with a 15-12 overall record. Among the highlights was senior Eric Anderson who
was named Northeast-10 Defensive Player of the Year for a third-straight season, the first

Hotaling’s 2012-13 and 2013-14 teams finished with back-to-back 20-win seasons for the first
time since 2002-03 and 2003-04, while also earning back-to-back appearances in the NCAA
postseason tournament. Hotaling’s 21-9 record in 2013-14 stands as the most wins in a single
season under his leadership, while the Chargers' 14-6 record in the NE-10 that season was the
second-best since joining the conference in 2008-09. That squad led the nation in personal
fouls per game (13.6), while the Chargers ranked second in Division Il in fewest turnovers per
game (8.9). New Haven also ranked in the top 10 nationally in scoring defense (6th) and field
goal percentage defense (9th).

In 2012-13, Hotaling led the Chargers to a 20-9 record - their first 20-win campaign since
2003-04. New Haven reached the NCAA postseason for the first time since 2004 and earned

In his first season as head coach, the Chargers posted an 8-18 overall mark and a 6-16 record
in the Northeast-10 Conference. Throughout the season, New Haven ranked among the
top three-point shooting teams in Division II. Freshman Justin Exum concluded the season
ranked 17th nationally in three-point field goals per game. He was also the highest ranked
freshman in that category. As a team, UNH ranked 31st in three-point field goal percentage
and 32nd in three-point field goals per game.

Hotaling earned a Bachelor of Arts degree from University at Albany in 1995 and later earned
his master’s degree from Adelphi University. In the fall of 2012, he was inducted into the
University at Albany Great Dane Hall of Fame as both an individual student-athlete and as a
member of the 1993-94 men's basketball team that advanced to the NCAA Division IIl Elite
Eight.

After graduating from Albany he went on to play professionally in Europe for the Cardiff
